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Summary
1The Eocene flinch in the region of Split (Dalmatia, Croatia) is characterized by the presence of layers 2with different characteristics. It mainly includes thin-layered marls, clayey marls, calcareous marls, 3clastic layered limestones, calcarenites and breccia’s. Those parts that can be described as the soft 4rocks or hard clays by the mechanical means (mainly marls), exposed to weathering reduce durability 5and strength within “an engineering time scale”. The weathering process mainly develops when a 6material is subjected to the wetting-drying process. 

7When tunnel is excavated is such formation interesting results of displacement monitoring on 8primary linings have been observed. Examples of tree tunnels excavated in flysch formation in region 9around town Split are presented in the paper. On the primary lining long time displacements were 10observed.
